Fire Prevention and Home Fire Safety

About 3,500 Americans die each year in fires and about 18,300 are injured. You can stop the
fire before it starts. Use this fact sheet to learn how to prevent a fire in your home and know what
to do if you have a fire.

Stop a bedroom fire before it starts:

» NEVER smoke in bed. » Keep lit candles away from bedding, curtains, pa-

» Replace mattresses made before the 2007 Federal pers, and anything else that can catch fire easily
